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Important Update: United States Supreme Court Rules on Texas Redistricting
 
Houston, Texas - Today, the United States Supreme Court issued an opinion regarding the Texas redistricting maps prepared by the three-judge panel in the Western District Court of Texas.  This opinion did not reinstitute the Legislative maps drawn by the Texas Legislature.  Rather, the Western District court will now review the Legislatively drawn State Representative, State Senate, and Congressional district lines, and revise them, not create entirely new district maps like they did in their original ruling.  
 
This opinion is a huge victory for Harris County!  Chairman Woodfill said, "The Supreme Court ruling means the overreaching map drawn by two federal judges and squeaked out of the panel by a 2 to 1 vote is now history!" He added, "We will welcome the Legislatively drawn maps modified by the court in the future, as that's what was the right thing to happen in the first place."
 
Former Harris County Tax Assessor Paul Bettencourt says, "It looks like Representative Legler has a chance to represent Pasadena once again as has been done for over 40 years by both Democrats and Republicans." He added, "I hope we've seen the last of ethnic ice cream swirls of Congressional lines drawn by these two federal judges slapped down by the Supreme Court."
